Among the thousands of  families 
we served, a recent story left a deep  
impression. A father, whose daughter 

was very ill, gave up his family’s room for another family on the 
waitlist. His family wasn’t going home, and their daughter hadn’t 
improved. Yet, he chose generosity over comfort. It was a quiet, 
heartbreaking act that stayed with me and reminded me just how 
much families depend on our support.
 
In 2025, we served more than 1,000 families and welcomed 45% 
more Day Guests than the previous year. Demand for our services 
continued to grow, with waitlist nights increasing by 77.5% and the 
average length of  stay rising. The Kindness Kitchen served 22.5% 
more families, and the Family Lounge saw 27% more use–clear 
indicators of  the growing demand for our services. When our House 
reached capacity or when families lived more than 30 miles away, 
we provided accommodations at a nearby hotel.
 
Your support made all of  this possible. The gifts of  your time, 
resources, and energy helped provide meals, comfort, and a safe 
place to rest. You supported programs that ease stress and ensured 
our staff  was ready to respond to families’ needs 24/7.
 
Looking ahead, your support will continue to shape what’s possible 
for the families we serve.
